Comprised Monitoring report of the 

Regional Gender Officers for the months May –August 2012
Background 
According to existing MoE educational policies and developments geared towards upgrading the education and participation of girls in Puntland, the Ministry of Education of Puntland in collaboration with UNICEF employed the Regional Gender Officers. One of the main duties of the RGFPs is to monitor and document any work on related to gender in their respective region. Another core task of the RGFPs is to collect formal and non-formal data on girl’s education. A final core responsibility of the RGFPs is to report on AFPE recipients in that respective region. 
MOE determined various ways through which female education can be enhanced in all levels in all regions and takes the leads in coordinating and advancing all female educational activities in Puntland. It has also developed policies and advocates for gender-sensitive frameworks. Based on the existing gabs in the specific area of female education which is well known and identified in educational statistics, the Regional Gender Officers were hired to prepare a monthly data base with monthly report on female educational situations, coming up with strategies that promote female education in the region, to enhance the equality of female education, to identify female education gabs in wide approach to development of education in Puntland. 
The main purpose of the task of these Regional Gender Officers is to guide the progress of female educational advocacy between all education partners and Ministry of education in Puntland to establish effective advocacy and development, procedures, and polices to be adopted and followed by all education stakeholders.  
Compiled report of the situation from regions 
In light of above, the seven regional gender officers are functioning and delivering results using guidelines to mainstream gender and promote gender equality in education. In order to ensure the quality and quantity of girls enrolment, the Ministry of Education with support of UNICEF allocated a 168 USD to be used for transportation purposes to visit the districts of Puntland and report on the data base for formal and non-formal education. 
From May to August 2012, the RGFP put all their efforts on the smooth running of the AFPE scholarship funds for needy girls by monitoring the AFPE beneficiary’s as was requested of them by UNICEF and MoE instead of entirely focusing on their regular work of data collection. After concluding the verification and field monitoring trips in the regions end of April in which they took part and verified the beneficiaries. In the beginning of May 2012, all the schools were closed as the academic year of 2011-2012 had ended.
In accordance with the above, the regional gender officers monitored properly and visited all the districts. They reported from all the regions, drew good pictures of the general situation and confirmed that all the learners were in place. They also reported on changes in different levels such as from lower primary to upper primary, upper primary to secondary, secondary to university and some of them graduating from the university. 
This causes the increment of unit costs which was not allocated for last year to every beneficiaries based on their education level of that time. Some of head teachers were also changed and new ones were taken. 
Objectives

· To monitor and document any work on related to gender in their respective region
· To collect formal and non-formal data on girl’s education

· To report on AFPE recipients in that respective region

· To enhance the equality of female education 

· To identify female education gabs in wide approach to development of education in Puntland

Achievements
The regional gender focal points sent reports regularly from May to August under their duties and responsibilities so that the achievement was show below:

· The RGFPs reported general situation of the regions which is related to gender particularly gender in education.

· All Regional Gender focal Points monitored regularly for the beneficiaries of AFPE and updated their data such as names, grades, contact of head teachers.
· To process the second installment of AFPE funds, the regional gender focal points  reported the updated list of the beneficiaries and their locations 
· The RGFP was made follow up to all the effected beneficiaries of AFPE in term of technical issues and financial while they corrected all the issues related to beneficiaries for all regions.
Regional Outputs
In terms of achievements, all the regional gender focal points send reports regularly and emphasize on issues related to AFPE beneficiaries. All the beneficiaries wrote their exams will be heading next school year of their education level while some of them have graduated to another level as is listed down here below, from secondary to university:
Sanag Region

The regional gender focal point of Sanag reported that some of AFPE beneficiaries changed their school grades which will cause to change their school fees and others transferred from school to another as mentioned below:

1. Kawsar Hassan Jama is Form 4 in Al-furqan secondary school in Badhan. So, the AFPE second installment this girl will graduate to university or college and her school fee will increase.

2. HalimoAbdullahiWarsame is Form 4 in Hingalol secondery school in Hingalol. So, the AFPE second installment this girl will graduate to university or college her school fee will increase.

3. AshoMahamed Said Hirsi is class 4in cakara primary school in fiqifuliye. So the AFPE second installment this girl will become grade 5 the school fee will increase.

4. The above two girls Kawsar and Halima they moved to Bosaso to continue their higher education and enrolled in East Africa University
Karkaar Region

Also the regional gender focal point of Karkaar region Fatxi reported that some of AFPE beneficiaries changed their school grades which will cause to change their school fees and also there are changes in some Head Teachers as mentioned below:

5. Safiyo Hassan sheik is class 4 in Al-rashud school primary school in Bandarbayla. So the AFPE second installment this girl will become grade 5 the school fee will increase.

6. Asha abshir ali is class 4 in Jurile Primary school in Waia.  So the AFPE second installment this girl will become grade 5 the school fee will increase.
7. Aamina yasiinMohamud is class 3, the first installement of AFPE released as a grade 6 but the second face of the AFPE should release level three to her. 

8. In karkaar region, the head teacher of Qararsor School Mrs. Muhubo Barre Mohamed was changed Mohamed shire mahamud. 
Bari Region

Mis Adar the regional gender focal point of Bari reported that some of AFPE beneficiaries changed their school grades which will cause to change their school fees and others transferred from school to another as mentioned below:

9. Nimco ali moon is class 8 in Al-haramayn school in Bosaso. So the AFPE second installment this girl will become grade 9 the school fee will increase.

10. Ubah osman jibriil is class 8 in Bosaso public shool in Bosaso. So the AFPE second installment this girl will become grade 9 the school fee will increase.

11. Hawo Ali Hussein is class 6  in Ahmed guray school in Bosaso, she moved from Bosaso to Sanag, so she transferred her school to  that region, the RGFP of Sanag will monitor her.
12. One of the beneficiaries of Al-nawawi secondary school named Haliimo Ahmed Bahwal is moved from Bosaso to Jigjiga with her family and is not willing to return back. Before they moved, the mother of the student Fadumo Ahmed contacted the RGFP and told that they are leaving.
13. Nimco Ali moon moved from Bosaso to Garowe and intered Gamboool Secondary School, this girl will be monitored by Khadra
Nugal Region 
Kadra the regional gender focal point reported only one girl is changed and one head teacher replaced to another as shown below:
14. Fartun ali abdi is class 4 in Mahamud Aw osman Primary School in Garowe. So the AFPE second installment this girl will become grade 5 the school fee will increase.
15. Falis Saciid Lahelow was live in Eyl  town,she is grade 2,her family moved to Qarxis village, so that she transfer to Iman shaafici  school located in Qarxis village.The head teacher changed, the current Head Teacher in Qarxis call Maxamud C/qaadir C/laahand  in Iman Shafici School, his number is 090745366, Her mother kutubo cali DaaD has 090734374. Her formed head teacher is Hassan x. has 743679
Sool Region
The regional gender focal point of that region said only only one girl graduated from lower primary to upper primary, whereby during verification there was a girl became an existing girl.

16. Fadumo abdirisaq mire is Class 4 in Haji osman Primary school in sarmanyo. So the AFPE second installment this girl will become grade 5 the school fee will increase.
Mudug Region 
In Mudug region no more changes happened but there are only one girl call Khadra Hussein Ali, she is grade 1 in Cirro School in Galdogob, this girl she did not receive any money from the first installment of AFPE.
Cayn Region 
Regional gender focal point of that region monitored all AFPE recipients in that region, she reported that there are no changes this year but may be some of them will change their grades in next school year.
Challenges 

Eventually there are a lot of challenges in term of large region with far districts which is difficult to get direct car for it also the transportation cost which is always released lately. The lateness of sending the transportation cost makes delay the regular work of regional gender officers and this issue affected the duty speed of regional gender officers also the quality of the reports. In below showing as precise 

1. Lateness of the salary and transportation cost given for last months and it is difficult to visit districts and villages
2. All the schools were closed and there is no anyone in school to monitor

3. Some of the regions are hot in summer like Bossaso and is difficult to get real information because the beneficiaries are moved to other regions.

4. The regional genders focal points do not have any equipment to carry out their regular work.

Recommendations 

1. To release the salary and transportation cost as soon as possible for regional gender focal point to carry out their duty and task 

2. To give equipment such as computers, camera and etc
